Master Gardeners are trained by the University of Arkansas

and Cooperative Extension Service faculty, experienced Master Gardeners and other experts.  They must complete 40 hours of basic horticulture training.  After training, MG’s are qualified to work under the supervision of the local county Extension Agent as a Master Gardener.  New MG’s are required to volunteer a minimum of 40 hours of working time to the county Cooperative Extension Service and Master Gardener program during the year after training.  They must also gain 20 hours of learning or education.  In each subsequent year they must gain 20 hours of work time and 20 hours of learning time.

What do Master Gardeners do?

Master Gardeners have worked on beautification projects for city and county buildings; developed demonstration flower, vegetable and herb gardens; and worked with gardening projects at elementary and high schools and gardening projects at local nursing homes.  They present seminars and plant fairs for the public.  Answering telephone requests for gardening information and staffing plant clinics are common tasks.  There are also many educational opportunities throughout the year – seminars, tours, conventions – that are fun Master Gardener events all over the state.

What does “Master Gardener” mean?

The title Master Gardener is used by persons who have successfully completed the Arkansas Master Gardener Program.  The title is valid only when the volunteer is participating in the Arkansas Master Gardener Program.  When you cease active participation, your designation as Master Gardener 
becomes void.
