How do I benefit from the Master Gardener Program? 

Training 

If accepted into the Five Rivers Master Gardener program, 

you will attend a Master Gardener training course.  A mini-

mum of 40 hours of education is given on subjects including 

annuals, perennials, vines, trees, shrubs, vegetables, fruits 

and other horticulture related subjects. Classes are a tradi-

tional lecture format with teachers and speakers from differ-

ent areas of the state.  Cost of training materials: $125.00. 

 

 

Volunteer Commitment 

In exchange for the training, participants are asked to volun-
teer time to their County Extension program. After training, 
Master Gardeners are qualified to work under the supervi-
sion of the local county Extension Agent as a Master Gar-
dener.  New Master Gardeners are required to volunteer a 
minimum of 40 hours of working time to the county Cooper-
ative Extension Service and Master Gardener program dur-
ing the year after training.  They must also gain 20 hours of 
learning or education.  In each subsequent year they must 
gain 20 hours of work time and 20 hours of learning time. 

Certification 

Participants become certified Master Gardeners 

after they have completed the training course and 

fulfilled their volunteer commitment.
